LOCATION: 
A subdivision of Section 30 and portions of Sections 29, 31 and
32 T22N, R12W, G&SRM, Mohave County, State of Arizona, is from US
Highway 66 via platted and recorded roads as are dedicated as
follows: Hackberry Road, dedicated per Mohave county Board of
Supervisors Resolution No 947, dated August 19,1974 and recorded
March 9, 1977 in Book 380, Page 874 at Fee No.77-5983, to Dick's
Camp road, dedicated on June 15, 1990, the plat of which was 
recorded July 5, 1990 under ID No. 1608 at Fee No. 90-44456, to
Red Horn and thence to Tobosa Road which were dedicated on the
parcel plat of Cottonwood Mountain Ranches recorded on August 15,
1990, in Book 4 of parcel plats, pages 100-1001 at Fee No. 90-
58399. Exact street location is southeast along Tobosa Road 1/4
mile to entrance Road of GreenWood Village.

SUBDIVISION CHARACTERISTICS AND CLIMATE

TOPOGRAPHY:
The characteristics of the land are rolling, gentle hilly with a
wide variety of native vegetation commonly referred to as high
desert lands. Well over half of all parcels are to a variety of
degrees timbered with trees and brush next to forbs and high 
desert grass varieties. The balance of the parcels are without
trees but to a variety of degrees covered with brush, forbs and
grass varieties typically found in the so called Colorado Plateau
Mixed Grasslands. The topographic characteristics of the property
show a variety of washes running throughout the subject property.

FLOODING AND DRAINAGE:
F.H. Koski, P.E.; Certificate No. 10783 of Pima County,
associated with Ryan Architects & Engineers, Inc. states in his
Drainage Letter dated May 28, 1996 that

"The subdivision lots are NOT in a FEMA Floodplain. Numerous
washes flow through the site. The proposed lot sizes are in 
excess of 5 acres, therefore, there is sufficient area on each
lot for a building site clear of any wash. The washes have been
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delineated on the Final Plat. The Drainage report has been appro-
ved by Mohave County."

These lands are subject to runoff from neighboring mountains
and the drainage is generally characterized by well defined 
washes, however, in heavy rains all desert lands are subject to
sheet flooding and washes may overflow, as stated in the letter
dated May 28, 1996 by Jeffrey S Carlton, RLS, Certificate No.
19319 of Carlton, Sons, Nielson, Associates, Inc., Kingman, 
Mohave County, Arizona.

SOILS:
Subdivider advises that the subdivision property encompassed soil
is sandy loam and sandy clay with some rock outcroppings and are
not subject to expansion or subsidence.

HAZARDS OR NUISANCES: 
Subdivider advises there are NO KNOWN Geological hazards which
effect these lands, as stated in Jeffrey S Carlton, Registered
Land Surveyor, Certificate #19319, letter of May 28, 1996.

Further Subdivider advises that to the best of our knowledge the
subject land has been used for extensive livestock and wildlife
grazing only and there is no evidence of any other use. The 
subject property seems to have never been disturbed by 
cultivation, burning or other methods of known resource 
applications as i.e. pesticides or mechanical clearing.

ADJACENT LANDS AND VICINITY: 
Surrounding adjacent lands to the West are State Lands (not
checkerboard), to the South and East either existing or proposed
40acres developments and range lands.

UTILITIES

Subdivider advises there is no telephone available to this 
subdivision. Purchaser should contact CITIZENS UTILITIES RURAL
COMPANY, INC., P.O.Box 3609, Kingman AZ 86402-3609 for further
information on this.

GAS: 
Subdivider advises there is NO Natural Gas available in this 
subdivision. Subdivider advises there is Bottled Gas (Propane
Gas)available to this subdivision at purchaser's request and at
purchaser’s own expense. Each property owner must make 
arrangements on their own.

Supplier: FERRELLGAS
2813 Beverly Ave., Kingman AZ 86401

The District Manager of Ferrellgas, Kelly Kite in his letter 
dated November 6, 1996 advised as follows: $35.00 to $55.00 tank
lease fee depending on size plus cost of propane at current rate
of $1.44 per gallon with 100 gallons minimum delivery plus $30.00
fee to set down tack and $45.00 for slab.

WATER:
Subdivider advises there is NO Water System available to this
subdivision from a municipal or private water company. Purchaser
is advised by subdivider that a source of water has to be 
developed by Purchaser at Purchaser's own risk and at Purchaser’s
sole expense.

Supplier: Del Rio Drilling & Pump
6645 N.Highway 89, Chino Valley AZ 86323

Garth Owens in his letter dated November 5, 1996 advised as 
follows:

"The basic cost of drilling a domestic well is $14.00 per foot.
The installation of 4.5" or 5" PVC well casing is $3.00 per foot,
if steel casing is required the cost would $7.00 per foot more.
Installation of 20 feet of 8’’ grout & seal would be a flat rate 
of $300.00. Installation of a sub-pump, motor and accessories 
depends on the depth of the hole."

Subdivider advises Purchaser that all well construction in 
Arizona must be performed by a licensed well driller and no well
may be legally drilled without first filing a Notice of Intent to
Drill. Persons wishing further information should contact the 
Department of Water Resources.

NOTE: The Arizona Department of Water Resources suggests the 
following synopsis (ADWR Letter dated August 23, 1995 - 
Inadequacy Report DWR #22-30043):
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"Greenwood Village, Phase I is being sold with the domestic water
supply to be provided by wells to be drilled by the individual
lot owners. Indications are that groundwater is available at
depths ranging from about 150 to about 550 feet below land 
surface. The availability and depth of groundwater must be 
determined by drilling on individual lots. Depths to water 
greater than 400 feet exceed normal practice for domestic wells
in Arizona as well as the depth-to-static water level criterion
for dry lot subdivision. The quality of the groundwater in the
area is probably acceptable for domestic use. Because it has not
been demonstrated that 100 year water supply is available to each
lot in the subdivision, the Department of Water Resources must
find the water supply to be inadequate".

SEWAGE DISPOSAL:
Subdivider advises that individual Sewage Disposal Systems are to
be used for sewage disposal. There is no assurance that an indi-
vidual system can be installed. Prior to purchase, you should
contact the Mohave County Environmental Health Division for spe-
cifications and requirements. You should satisfy yourself as to
the cost of installing the system.

Officer of Truelove Plumbing company, Inc., Elaine Truelove 
advises in the letter dated October 8, 1996, as follows:

"We propose to furnish labor and material to install a 1000 gal.
concrete septic tank and leech system with Bulletin 12 
requirements at Greenwood Village, Sections 29,30,31, and 32 T22N
R12W for the sum of $3,350.00. This price is based on a 7 Perc.
This price does NOT include the price of an engineer. Each lot
would require an individual lot assessment or perc test done by a
licensed engineer. Results of these perc test could change the
Price of the system as a higher Perc would require a larger Leech
field."

NOTE: If an Individual Sewage Disposal System cannot be 
installed, NO REFUND of the Purchase Price of the 
parcel will be made.

The subdivider advises that the access roads are public roads
constructed or will be constructed to Mohave County Standard 
Specification. Subdivider advises that roads therefore are dirt,
or native material engineered and constructed to above 
specifications. Upon successful completion of all road 
improvements Mohave County will maintain the access roads to the
subdivision.

Note:
Subdivider advises that during heavy rainfalls some 
roads may from time to time become impassable and require 
Purchaser to use an alternate route.

ACCESS WITHIN THE SUBDIVISION: 
Subdivider advises that the roads within the Subdivision are con-
structed or will be constructed to Mohave County Standard Speci-
fication. Subdivider advises that roads therefore are dirt, or
native material engineered and constructed to above specifica-
tion.
